2007 Toyota Solara E7009 Navigation system installed on 2005 Toyota Tundra

It took me about 2 hours to finish the job. Let get start……
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First of all. Here is my truck: 2005 Toyota Tundra…..
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There are 5 screws. 3 locate behind the AC control knob. 2 locate behind the air vent. The dash should be very easy to come off after unscrew.
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First I try to put the GPS antenna behind the air vent (The white label of the antenna should be facing forward)
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The brackets need to be modifying to fit the E7009. I used a metal cutter to do it.
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Toyota Voice Command Microphone: Extract the pin from the connector you should see a set of 7 wires:

Yellow, white, brow, blue, red, green and black.

Since we will not use the green and black, I bended back and use some electrical tape to tape it.
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Cut off 2 wires: Brow and blue and trim the end.
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Toyota Reverse Camera (BEC103): Extract the pin from the connector you should see a set of 4 wires:
Yellow, red, black and white.
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Solder the brow and blue wire. Used hot air gun and some sleeving to cover the end of each wire.

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Connect all other connector (Speaker, steering wheel control, speed and reverse sensor plug…etc….) Test to be sure if Bluetooth work and you should see some image when gear on reverse before you put the dash back on.
